The Moving 
Forward program provides one refurbished 

car per year to a woman early in the month 
of December. In addition it provides funds 
for transportation needs, such as automobile 
repairs, bus and cab fares.
	 We would like to recognize the importance 
and success of our Annual Gillian’s Place 
Charity Golf Tournament, hosted by 
Frank and Diane Sheehan. This event 
celebrates 10 years in May 2008. The 
continual growth of revenue each year 
shows the strong impact of dedication 
and support so valued by our 
organization.
